SOURCES OF DOCUMENTS

There are typically three sources for estate planning documents:

1. Online sources or do-it-yourself kits

2. Legal document preparers (in some states)

3. Estate planning attorneys

The complexity of your situation and comfort level will likely determine which source you choose. Keep in mind only attorneys are allowed to provide legal advice and often can suggest additional strategies that do-it-yourself kits lack.

Here are four easy ways to locate an estate planning attorney:
1. Insurance agents and financial planners are great places to start asking for referrals since the nature of their business involves your assets.
2. Family and friends can provide first-hand experiences with an estate planner.
3. Contact your state’s bar asking for a recommendation.

4. Search the internet using good keywords:
· your city or state
· the terms “attorney”, “lawyer” or “estate planner” 

· and “will” or “living trust”
